HEREBY DECIDED 

 

Article 1>- 

This Prakas aims to complement the existing legal documentation related to the prevention of origin 
fraud by strengthening mechanisms for monitoring the use of local value content to ensure transparency 
and compliance with the provisions of Cambodia’s Law on Rules of Origin and the United States’ rules of 
origin. 

Article 2>- 

This Prakas applies to all producers and/or exporters who are exporting certain goods originated in 
Cambodia to the United States, as listed in Annex I of this Prakas. 

Article 3>- 

Before applying for an Origin Certification Letter, producers and/or exporters shall register to use 
the CO automation system of the Ministry of Commerce (MOC) via “https://co.moc.gov.kh/”, in 
accordance with the MOC’s Prakas which outlined the procedures for applying and issuing the certificate 
of origin. 
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Article 4>- 

The initial issuance of the Origin Certification Letter (OCL) for goods listed in Annex I shall be 

subject to an on-site inspection of the origin compliance at the business premises or production site by 

mandated officials of MOC. 

The detailed procedures for the issuance of the OCL will be specified in the Standard Operating 

Procedures (SOP) as listed in Annex II which includes the following key procedures and mechanisms: 

− Procedures for initial on-site inspection 

− Procedures for subsequent issuance of the OCL 

− Responsibilities of producers and/or exporters in providing required documents  

− Mechanism for information and data exchange for the verification between relevant 

ministries and institutions 

− Mechanism for inspection and enforcement based on risk assessment or in response to 

complaints 

− Cooperation mechanism with competent authorities of the importing country 

Article 5>- 

The General Directorate of Trade Support Services is the mandated authority in issuing the OCL for 
certain goods export to the United States. A sample of OCL is included in Annex III of this Prakas. 

Article 6>- 

Producers and/or exporters are not required to pay a public service fee when applying for the Origin 
Certification Letter. 

Article 7>- 

 This Prakas shall enter into force on 12 May 2025. 

Article 8>- 

Any provision that are not contrary to this Prakas shall remain in force. 

Article 9>- 

The Director of Cabinet, all Director Generals of the General Directorate, Director General of the 
General Department of Inspection, All Directors of Department, and the Heads of Relevant Units under 
the Ministry of Commerce shall be responsible for implementing this Prakas in accordance with their 
respective duties.
